(art&humanities) — inclusiv cultura nationala - trebuie utilizate transversal In orice demers
stiintific/tehnologic, pentru a se asigura creativ si riguros componenta eticd si de
acceptabilitate sociala. Stiinta deschisa (open science) este o paradigma emergenta care trebuie
sustinutd. Stiinta publicd (citizen science) are un rol fundamental, dar complementar si
coordonat de stiinta, pentru a nu se aluneca in pseudostiinta.

Profesor de psihologie clinica si psihoterapie (stiinte cognitive clinice), in prezent cel mai citat
psiholog din Roménia 1in sistemele scientometrice internationale (Web of
Science/Scopus/WorldCat) si unul dintre cei mai cunoscuti psihologi in comunitatea stiintifica
(ex. presedintele Asociatiei Psihologilor din Romania - /http://www.apsi.ro) si in spatiul public
romanesc (ex. consultant/expert pentru autorititi nationale si mass-media). Spre exemplu, in
sistemul GoogleScholar (GS) exista 14102 de citari, cu un indice Hirsch de 64 (in octombrie
2022). Pentru performanta in 2019, 2020, 2021 si 2022 a fost inclus de cétre analiza Stanford-
Elsevier in primii 2% cei mai citati oameni de stiinta ai lumii considerand toate domeniile
stiintei din sistemul Scopus, iar in 2021 si 2022 a fost inclus intre cei mai citati 2% oameni de
stiintd ai lumii pentru toata cariera in psihologie clinica (in Scopus).
